The work of the SOCT and the continued upturn in detection rates of those involved in the supply of 

controlled drugs in our communities, is underpinned by the valuable work undertaken by our Local 

Policing Teams (LPT), providing the local connection to target drug dealing, developing local 

intelligence and progress concerns identified by members of the community.
